COURSE  DESCRIPTION: 
 

     This course provides comprehensive coverage of the history of the United States from 
the Civil War through the twentieth century.  Historical content in conjunction with TEA 
objectives focuses on the political, economic, and social events and issues related to 
industrialization and urbanization, major wars, domestic and foreign policies of the Cold 
War and post-Cold War eras, and reform movements including civil rights.  Students 
examine the impact of geographic factors on major events and analyze causes and effects 
of the Great Depression.  Students examine the impact of constitutional issues on 
American society, evaluate the dynamic relationship of the three branches of the federal 
government, and analyze efforts to expand the democratic process.  Students describe the 
relationship between the arts and the times during which they were created.    Students 
analyze the impact of technological innovations on the American farm and labor 
movements.  This course takes a positive, patriotic approach to American history, 
bringing to life events and personalities that have shaped our nation placing a special 
emphasis on our Christian heritage.  Important concepts and ideas in history are explored 
as well as emphasizing the responsibilities that comes with our rights as American 
citizens.   

 
 
COURSE GOAL: 
 

A focus for this course is that students would gain a new appreciation for history and   
would begin to see historical figures as very real people.   The student will gain a 
competent knowledge of events, people, causes, effects, and ideas that have shaped our 
nation all within the foundation and framework of a Christian heritage.
