CLASS SYLLABUS

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course guides students in seeking to understand the world God created, through
knowledge of physical and human geography, interrelations of the world’s regions and
cultures, increased global awareness, and environmental concerns. A significant portion
of the course in conjunction with TEA objectives centers around the physical processes
that shape patterns in the physical environment; the characteristics of major land forms,
climates, and ecosystems and their interrelationships; the political, economic, and social
processes that shape cultural patterns of regions; types and patterns of settlement; the
distribution and movement of world population; and relationships among people, places,
and environments. Honors students in this course will focus on analysis of data and
information, such as analysis of how location affects economic activities in different
economic systems, identify the processes that influence political divisions and analyze
how different points of view affect the development of public policies, compare how
components of culture shape the characteristics of regions, and analyze the impact of
technology on the physical environment. An emphasis on Biblical principles is applied to
the subject matter and in students’ lives. Students examine the importance of Christian
missions to bring the gospel to the lost in various countries around the world.

COURSE GOALS:

A focus for this course is that students would gain a new appreciation and insight in
the study of geography through analysis and research. The students will gain an
appreciation of the interrelationship of our world’s regions and cultures. The students will
develop a competent knowledge of location of countries, capitals, physical formations
and cultures around the world. A focus will also be Biblical worldview in geography and
how people will allow God to work through them and their countries.
