You must mount each page on construction or cardstock paper. (NO red or black
paper)
This must be typed, double-spaced, 12 pt. Times New Roman font, and a minimum
of SIX typed pages, a maximum of TEN pages.
You must use at least one book source for information.

Collect a minimum of 10 articles - maximum of 12 articles.
Collect articles beginning from January 2011 to present day:
Newspapers (Originals or Copies)
Magazines (Originals or Copies)
Internet— (Make sure they come from a reputable newspaper or magazine.)
Print the entire page.
When collecting articles include source and date documentation. Include the
original source and date from the article. No typed or handwritten source and date
documentation.
Use only one article per page. Mount the article on the cardstock paper page.
HIGHLIGHT the word Israel or Israeli every time it appears in your articles,
captions, titles.
The article must BE about the nation of Israel, not just mentioned in the article.
