Course Description: 
 This course moves from inductive to deductive reasoning to produce 
logical proofs.  A basic understanding of undefined terms progresses to 
manipulation of three dimensional figures and advanced problem solving.  
Algebraic skills involving graphs, equations, radicals, and trigonometry are 
utilized.  Hands-on exploration, construction, and activities enhance the visual 
and spatial nature of the course, while connecting the intrinsic characteristics of 
Euclidean geometry.  (Full Homework Course)
